This research aims to 1) study the knowledge and understanding concerning
the learning achievement assessment based on the real condition of the teachers in the
schools under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) study the attitude
towards the learning achievement assessment based on the real condition of the
teachers in the schools under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, 3) study
the learning achievement assessment based on the real condition of the teachers in the
schools under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, 4) compare the
knowledge, understanding, attitude, and the learning achievement assessment status
based on the real condition of the teachers in the schools under the Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office 1, and 5) study the current problems, and
recommendations concerning the iearning achievement assessment based on the real
condition according to the opinions of the teachers mentioned before. The 364 samples
were teachers in the schools under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1
during the Z"d semester of the 2006 academic year, divided into 2 equal groups, 182
teachers from elementary schools and the other 182 teachers from secondary schools.
The instruments comprised 3 versions: 1) a measurement and evaluation test on the
knowledge and understanding in learning based on the real condition, and 2) an attitude
test towards learning assessment based on the real condition, 3) a questionnaire
regarding learning achievement assessment status based on the real condition. The

data was analyzed to calculate percentage, mean (SE), standard deviation (S.D.), and
ttest.
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" The findings were as follows;
1. the characteristics of the elementary and secondary school teachers under
the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1 were as follows:
1.1 their knowledge and understanding regarding real learning
achievement assessment was at a fair leve!
1.2 their attitude towards real learning achievement assessment was at a

good level

1.3 the real learning achievement assessment status was at a moderate
level

2.. the teachers of elementary and secondary schools understood the
assessment based on the real condition with statistically significant difference at a level
of .05. Their attitude towards learning achievement assessment based on the real
condition and the learning achievement assessment status were not different.

3. the problems status were as follows: teachers lacked knowledge and
understanding of constructing tools for real learning achievement assessment; they also
lacked proficiency in effectively utilizing the tools to assess the students. Besides
teaching, there were other tasks for the teachers to do and too many students to take
care of in each class.

Recommendations: it was recommended that the Lop Buri Educational Service
Area office 1 or the authorities responsible should hold workshop training on
constructing effective tools for leaming achievement assessment based on the real
condition and it should be applicable in real situations, helping to reduce other teachers’
tasks so that they would have enough time to hold learning teaching activities more

effectively.
