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ABSTRACT 

This research aims to develop the additional curriculum "Thai ways and 

modern Thai youth" in social studies, religion and culture substance group for 

Mathayornsuksa 5, Nongkhae "Sorakitpittaya" School, Nongkhae District, Saraburi 

Province. The curriculum development process consisted of 5 steps as follows: 1) the 

study of general information to develop the draft curriculum, 2) the draft curriculum 

development, 3) the drafi curriculum implementation, 4) the curriculum evaluation, and 

5) the curriculum improvement. The 30 research samples were Mathayomsuks 515 

students of Nongkhae "Sorakitpittaya" School, Nongkhae District, Sarabun Province, 

during the lSt semester of the 2007 academic year. The inslruments of this research 

comprised an opinion survey questionnaire, the drafl curriculum of 'Thai ways and 

modern Thai youth*. a learning behavior observation form, an evaluation form of the 

dissemination, promotion, and conservation of Thai culture-activities. a satisfaction 

questionnaire on learning management activities. The data was analyzed to calculate

percentage, content analysis, mean ( X ), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test. 

The research findings were as follows: 

1. the general information study: it was found that curriculum development 

was important for schools and the people involved in the curriculum development, it was 

agreed to develop Ihe curriculum by participating in establishing the learning essence, 

learning activities. teaching aids and learning resources, learning evaluation and 

measurement. 

2. the draft curriculum development yielded the additional curriculum: "Thai 

ways and modern Thai youth" in social studies, religion and culture substance group for 
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Matayomsuksa 5, consisting of vision, commitment, goal, curriculum structure, course 

description, learning unit, learning management plan. teaching aids and learning 

resources, learning evaluation and measurement. 

3. the draft curriculum implementation: it was found that the sludents paid 

attention, actively participated in the activities, and were satisfied with the curriculum 

activities. 

4. the curriculum evaluation: afler evaluating the curriculum usage it was 

found that the post knowledge and underslanding scores of the students were higher 

than those before at .05 level of statistical significance. They could disseminate culture, 

and promote and conserve the Thai culture. The activities were interesting and fulfilled 

the  goals with good quality but the activities lacked creative thinking. Most students 

were satisfied with the curriculum activities. 

5. the curriculum improvement is applicable by adding teaching time but the 

teaching should be less hurried; these two points of the curriculum needed amending 

and have been amended already. 
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
