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ABSTRACT 214504

This research aims to 1) study the satisfaction of parents towards educational
management of medium sized schools in Mueang District, Lop Buri Province, and
2) compare their satisfaction as classified by status, educational level, occupation,
monthly income, number of students charged with, student class level charged with, the
school responsible for and students’ method of transportation to school.

The 370 samples employed were students’ parents in medium sized schools, in
Mueang District, Lop Buri Province during the 2007 academic year. A questionnaire with
a reliability value of .97 was used in this research. The data was analyzed by a ready-
made program to calculate percentage, mean ( -i), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, and
one way ANOVA,

The findings were as follows:

1. for each individual aspect and overall the satisfaction of parents towards
educational management of medium sized schools in Mueang District, Lop Buri
Province was rated at a high level ranging in descending order as follows: teacher,
relation between the school and parents, student services, school environment, and
academic work.

2. regarding the overall comparison of satisfaction of parents of different
status, educational level, occupation, monthly income, number of students charged with,
student class level charged with, school responsible for, and students’ method of

transportation to school showed no difference.
