This research focused on families, environmental, psychosocial, and 'premarital'sexual
relations of adolescents, including the influences of these factors on premarital sexual relations
of adolescents in the upper middle region of Thailand.

The mixed methodology of quantitative, and qualitative approaches was used, with face-
to-face interview 1,917 samples, and in-depth interview 25 samples of students in secondary
school class 4" ,5th and 6" of the first semester in 2007, covered 8 provinces (Lopbury, Sarabury,
Singbury, Chainach, Ayuthaya, Angthong, Phatumthany and Nonthaburi). The statistical
analyses used were cross tabulation, hierarchical regression analysis, and path analysis.

The results of analysis showed that most of adolescents had rather good relationship in
their families, accepted together. They were though about sexual health, temperamental,
traditional, and morality by families more than sexual anatomy with democrafic and reasoning
rearing. Friends’ sexual acceptance were more interested than mass media and school lesson. The
adolescents had good knowledge in reproductive health, sex attitude, and sex value. They had the
first time for lover about 12-15 years old. The flirt date and the first sexual relation were about
12-15 years old, because of male sexual desire at lover’s home.

The demography factors especially age and parent marriage status were directly support
premarital sexual relations of adolescents, the live with parents during study were indirect barrier
premarital sexual relations. The family factors especially the true sexual rearing and restricted‘parents
based on the reasoning were direct and indirect obstacle premarital sexual relations. The environmental
factor of good friends were indirect unsupported premarital sexual relations. Psychosocial factor

especially good sex value was the most indirect obstacle premarital sexual relations of adolescents.
