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The main objectives of this research are i) to study the parent’s attitude toward
private nursery climate in Regional Supervision Area no. 5; and ii) to compare the
parent’s attitude toward private nursery climate in Regional Supervision Area no. 5
divided by age, level of education, parent's occupation, household income per month,
and level of relationship. The surrey was conducted with 265 number of respondents
from 31 nurseries, Regional Supervision Area no. 5, drawn by random sampling based
on Krejcie and Morgan's sample table. The tool for data collection of this study is
questionnaire, which was validated and approved by five specialists. The value of its
reliability is 0.8891. The collected data were analyzed by using statistical package such
as percentage, mean, standard deviation and ANOVA. For multiple comparison, Fisher's
Least-significant Difference was employed.

The main findings of this study are concluded as follows:

1) Most of parents aged between 25 to 40 years (40.00 percent) with Bachelor
degree (35.50 percent). Most of them are entrepreneurs with household income per
month between 10,000-20,000 baht and related to children as father and mother (55.50
percent). The main reasons that parents bring their children to a nursery school are
convenient transportation, safety and security, responsibility of administrators and
teachers, happiness, good development and skills of children, and well known reputation,
respectively.

2) For comparison, results indicate that age, level of education, household income,
parent’'s occupation, and level of relationship have no effect to parent’s attitude toward
nursery school (with 0.05 level of significance). While regional area is found statistically

different at 0.001 level of significance to parent's perceptions toward nursery climate.
