ABSTRACT 214575

This research aims to 1) study the factors affecting Thai tourists’ decisions for
touring Pasak Jalasid Dam, Lop Buri Province, 2) compare the aforementioned factors,
as classified by gender, age, marital status, educational level, monthly income, and
occupation. The 400 samples used were from Thai tourists touring the Pasak Jolasid
Dam during 15 August-15 September 2008. The questionnaire employed was
constructed by the researcher with a reliability value of 0.94. A ready made program
was used to calculate percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D-.), t-test, F-test
and Scheffe’s Method.

The findings are as follows: ‘

1. for overall and each individual factor affecting Thai tourists’ decisions for
touring Pasak Jolasid Dam, Lop Buri Province with regard to product, price, selling,
marketing promotion, people, process and physical characteristics were rated at a high
level.

2. regarding the comparison of the aforementioned factors as classified by
gender, age, marital status, and occupation overall, they showed no statistical significant
difference at a level of 0.05; when classified by educational level and monthly income

overall it showed a statistical significant difference at a level of 0.05.
