ABSTRACT

The integration of the 10 Southeast Asian countries as the Association of Southeast
Asian Nations (ASEAN) with aims to strengthen the region's economy and its economic
competency to be more competitive in the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) are the main
intensifying efforts to implement the region’s initiatives to achieve a Single Market and
Production Base allowing the Free Flows of goods, services, investments and skilled labor as well
as the Freer Movement of Capital across the region. The Mutual Recognition Arrangements
(MRAs) is one of the essential mechanisms applied to liberalise trade and services. Presently,
there have been MRAs for 7 professions and 1 professional group namely; Medical, Nurse,
Dentist, Engineer, Architect, Accountant, Surveyor, and Tourism and Hotel services. However,
the MRAs in the Legal Profession have not been included despite its importance and necessity for
the International Business in sectors of both investment and trades.

The findings in the Studies revealed that the three AEC countries; Brunei, Malaysia,
and Singapore, have acknowledged and approved the foreigners’ legal practices in their countries.
As compared to the European Union, the EU Law states that the Free Mobility of Lawyers helps
promoting an efficient business environment within the European Community.

In conclusion, this thesis strongly supports an agreement on Mutual Recognition
Arrangements of the Legal Profession in the AEC by adopting cases of the existing MRAs in
other professions and the Legal practices of Lawyers in Singapore and European Union to be a
model for the Mobility of Lawyers and the MRAs for the Legal Professionals in the AEC. The
framework agreements for the Legal Practices will definitely be an effective tool in development

of the countries’ infrastructure, economic development as well as the harmonization of rules and



regulations in the Law Professionals within the AEC. Especially in the AEC countries where the

need for the Law Professionals is highly required by many sectors of the international business.
