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Abstract

This research aims to study about learning achievement, subject’s satisfaction
and the relationship between achievement scores and student satisfaction scores using
the courseville. The sample is drawn from Calculus | students enrolled in the first
semester of academic year 2016, 1 section.

The results of the study showed that the mean of the post-test scores was
higher than the mean of the pre-test scores at the significance level of 0.05. The level of
subject’s satisfaction was very high. But the correlation relation between academic
achievement score and student satisfaction score was very little, and all students agreed

that: courseville should be provided for future class.
