This research aims to 1) study participation in academic administration by
teachers, experts, and students’ parents under the Sing Buri Education Service Area
Office, and 2) compare their participation in academic administration, as classified by
sex age, level of education, and school size. The 395 samples used comprised
teachers, experts, and students’ parents in schools under the Sing Buri Educational
Service Area Office during the 2008 academic year. The instrument used to collect data
was a questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.98. The data was analyzed to calculate
percentage, mean (5(_), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test, and Scheffe’s test.

The findings of the research indicated that:

1. the overall participation in academic administration by teachers, experts, and
students’ parents under the Sing Buri Education Service Area Office was rated at a high
level, when considerihg each individual aspect of the participation, five aspects were
rated at a high level: library, learning / teaching management, internal supervision,
curriculum and measurement, and evaluation while one aspect was rated at the highest:
instructional media.

2. said participants as classified by age, school size, and participating group
overall showed a statistically significant difference at a level of .05 When classified
according to the age of said samples, it showed that the participation was different in
the aspect of curriculum, learning / teaching management, library, and internal
supervision; regarding school size, of the aforementioned samples, it was found to be a
statistical difference in the aspect of curriculum, instructional media, and library; in
regards to participating group, it was found to be a statistical difference in the aspect of

curriculum, learning / teaching management, measurent and evaluation, and internal

supervision; however, it was found no difference as classified by sex, and level of

education.
