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ABSTRACT 214588

This research aims to 1) study the factors affecting sttjdents’ decision in
choosing dormitory services in Sam Chuk District Suphan Buri Province, 2) compare the
factors affecting their decision as classified by sex, age, level of education, monthly
income, and domicile. The 387 samples used consisted of dormitory tenants in Sam
Chuk District, Suphan Buri Province. The instrument used was a questionnaire
constructed by the researcher and -approved by 5 experts with a reliability value of
0.919. The data was analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean
(2), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-fest, and Scheffe’s method.

The findings showed that:

1. overall and for each individual aspect of said factors affecting the decision
‘were rated moderately ranging in descending order as follows: location of dormitories,
cost of the dormitory rent, the characterivstics of the dormitory, service personnel, service
process, and marketing promotion. ,

2. concerning the comparison of the aforementioned factors as classified by
sex, monthly income, there was shown to be a statistically significant difference at a
level of .05. When considered by age, level of education, and domicile, there was

shown to be no statistically significant difference at a level of .05.
