This research aims to 1) survey the source of learning the pottery handicraft
techniques of the Mon people at Ko Kret, Pak Kret District, Nonthburi Province, 2) study
the requirement of the source of learning the pottery handicraft techniques of the Mon
people at Ko Kret for the third level-secondary education students grades 1-3, Pak Kret
District, Nonthaburi Province, and 3) study the readiness of the pottery handicraft
workplaces of the Mon people who earn their living with the pottery handicraft at Ko
Kret, the third level-secondary education school administrators grades 1-3, career and
technology Ieafning substance group teachers, and the 70 aforementioned students
obtained by pufposive sampling from Waf Paramaiyikawad school (Sansawad
Witayakarn), Pak Kret District, Nonthaburi Province. The instruments used with a
reliability value of 0.90 were 2 questionnaires: the first one regarding readiness of befng
the source of learning and the second one asking the requirement of the source of
learning the pottery handicraft techniques of the Mon people at Ko Kret. The data was
analyzed to calculaté frequency, percentage, mean (2 ), and standard deviation (S.D.).

The findings showed that:

1. general information: the people who earned their own living with the
pottery handicraft at Ko Kret were as follows: 36.84 percent were male, 63.16 percent
were female; 36.84 percent of their average age were 51 and beyond. 42.11 percent
graduated primary level; of these 52.63 perbent had 6-10 years work experience. 63.16
percent were both producers and distributors.

| 2. the requirements of the source of learning the pottery handicraft

techniques of the Mon people at Ko Kret in the class management for the

aforementioned students, Pak Kret District, Nonthaburi Province ‘was classified as
follows:

2.1 the school administrator requirements that were at the highest level
were location, materials and equipment, personnel and the managemgnt.

2.2 the teachers of career and technology learning substance group and
the aforementioned students requirements that were at a high level were location,
personnel, materials and equipment, and the management.'

3. the overall readiness of the workplaces of the pottery handicraft of the

Mon people at Ko Kret, Pak Kret District, Nonthaburi Province was rated moderately.
