This research and development aims to develob the responsibility of the
second grade level students of Nong Krodsamakkee School, Wang Muang District,
Saraburi Province. This participatory action research emphasizing main participation of
the insiders, i.e. the 21 second grade level students and 19 others involved. There were
3 phases as follows: 1) study the current state, problems, and needs for development,
2) pursue guidelines, methods for development, and set up key indicators for success,
and 3) improve students’ responsibility. The research frame was to study and improve
students’ responsibility in 2“aspects: self-responsibility and school reéponsibility: .

The ﬁndihgs revealed that:

1. the students’ behavior which caused problems of irresponsibility showed
as follows: 1.1) self-responsibility in their health care such as eating junk food and not
clipping their nails; regarding learning: not asking for an explanation from teachers when
their was no understanding in each subject, lack of eagerness in group work,
1.2) school responsibility in cleanliness and neatness: a problem of cleanliness within
the school compound, i.e. not keeping school's properties in order, not giving care to
their books.

2. 2 aspects of guidelines and development: student aspect: students added
strategies to create proper right knowledge and understanding regarding responsibility;
school aspect: instructional media for knowledge that shows the causes and effects of
the lack of responsibility was provided to students; the key in dictators for success: the
students’ received proper knowledge and understanding regarding their responsibilities,
especially the responsibility level towards self-and school was rated relatively good or

good.

3. students’ responsibility development: improving proper knowledge and
understanding regarding the responsibility of homeroom activities, useful information
rééding activities. Using responsibility development projects subh as reading passion
p;ojéct, providing students to read word cards in front of the flagpole as morning
activities, cleanliness passion project, dharma practice project to establish morality
consciousness, and a neat and clean landscape project. The end of the developmental
process yielded 1) most students’ behavior in self-responsibility, and health care, was
increased to a good and relatively good level in every aspect, 2) mostdstudents'
behavior in self-responsibility and learning was increased to a good and relatively good
level in every aspect, 3) most students’ behavior in school responsibility regarding
cleanliness and neatness was increased to a good and relatively good level in every
aspect, and 4) their school responsibility behavior regarding the maintainence of

schools’ properties was increased to a relatively good level in every aspect.
