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ABSTRACT 

The research aims to I )  sludy the administration factors of private schools 

under the Sing Buri Educalional Service Area Ofice, 2) study the effectiveness of 

private schools under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, and 3) study the 

level of the relationship between administration factors and the effectiveness of private 

schools under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office during the 2007 academic 

year. The samples, selected through simple random sampling, consisted of 265 

administrators, teachers, and School Board Members. The instruments used with 0.91 

reliability value were questionnaires constructed by the researcher with a response rate 

of 100%. The data was analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage. 

mean ( X ) ,  standard deviation (S.D.) and Pearson's product moment correlation 

coefficient. 

The findings indicated that: 

1. the administration factors of private schools under the Sing Buri 

Educational Service Area Office overall were rated at a high level. When considering 

each individual factor, the five highest factors were as follows: human resources, 

personnel and school personnel, community support, task and technology, and 

organization. 

2. the effectiveness of private schools under the Sing Buri Educational 

Service Area Office overall were rated al a high level. The four highest aspects were 

ranged in descending orders as follows: school quality assurance, learning 

achievement, development and personnel dedication, and administrators' leadership. 

3. regarding the relationship between administration factors and the 

effectiveness of private schools under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, 
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the factors having a positive relationship with private school effectiveness were as 

follows: 1) management: the correlation coefficient value was .87 and at .O1 level of 

statistical significance; 2) power and schoot politics: the correlation coefficient value was 

.84 and at . O 1  level of statistical significance; 3) leadership: the correlation coefficient 

value was -84 and at .O1 level of statistical significance; 4 )  decision making: the 

correlation coefficient value was -82 and at .O1 level of statistical significance; 5 )  task 

and technology: the correlation coefficient value was .81 and at .O1  level of statistical 

signif cance. 
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
