This research aims to 1) study the opinions of teachers and students’ parents
towards municipal school administration in Sing Buri Province, 2) compare their
opinions as classified by sex, age, occupation, students’ parents’ expectation towards
their children, child care, strictness on how children spend their free time, level of
education, the learning substance group being taught, load hours per week, extra duties
besides teaching, study time for self-development, sources of knowledge for self-
development, and 3) study current problems and certain suggestions of teachers and
students’ parents towards municipal school administration in Sing Buri Province. The
334 samples selected through simple random sampling consisted of teachers and
students’ parents of municipal schools during the 2006 academic year. The instrument
used for collecting data was a questionnaire with a reliability value of .93. All copies of
questionnaire were returned and the data was analyzed to calculate percentage, mean
(R), standard deviation (S.D.) and one way ANOVA.

The findings indicated that:

1. the opinions of municipal school teachers in Sing Buri Province towards
school administration in 4 aspects: academic, budget, personnel, and general
administration overall were rated at a high level. The general administration aspect had
the lowest mean.

2. the opinions of students parents for the administration in municipal schools
in 4 aspects: academic, budget, personnel and general administration overall were rated
at a high level. The budget administration aspect had the lowest mean.

3. regarding the comparison of their opinions the administration in Sing Buri
municipal schools as classified by 3.1) teachers, 3.2) the students’ parents, 3.3) sex,

3.4) age, 3.5) occupations of students’ parents, 3.6) students’ parents’ expectation

towards their children, 3.7) child care, 3.8) strictness on how children spend their free
time, 3.9) level of education, 3.10) the learning substance group taught, 3.11) load hour
per week, 3.12) extra duties besides teaching, 3.13) study time for self-development,
and 3.14) sources of knowledge for self-development, they showed no statistically
significant difference.

4. some teachers’ and parents’ suggestions towards the Sing Buri municipal
school administration were as follows: academic administration: additional teaching
should be provided for students especially for gifted students; budget administration: it
should be declared in detail for students’ parents; personnel administration: trainihg for
continuous development should be provided for teachers; and general administration:
greeting and bidding farewell by teachers for students in front of schools both in the

morning and in the afternoon should be provided.
