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ABSTRACT | 214599

This research and development aims to develop the economic management
behavior development of the second level-primary education students grades 4-6 of
Banmai Thungdinkhor School, Nong Pling Subdistrict, Nong Khae District, Saraburi
Province. This program comprised 3 consecutive steps: 1) studying the current state,
problems; and needs for the aforementioned development, 2) creating guidelines and
methods of development including key performance indicators for development, and
3) the economic management behavior of the students. The population employed was
divided into 2 groups: 29 insiders, i.e. the aforementioned students and others involved
consisting of the school personnel officers, school board members, representatives of
the students’ guardians, and experts. The instrument employed comprised a test and a
questionnaire. The quantitative data was apalyzed by descriptive statistics and the
qualitative data was deeply analyzed by interpretation and content analysis, by using an
income-expense account and expense control to decrease unnecessary expenses as a
frame of research and development.

The findings showed that:

1. the current state, problems, and needs for developing the economic
management behavior of the students as to making decisions regarding their personal
income-expense account: most of them have never had a personal income-expense
account; the school has never earnestly emphasized such a thing and never provided
knowledge or held training on economic management by maintaining an income-
expense account. This was thought too difficult for students. Regarding income-expense

control 16 decrease unhecessary expenses it was found that the students’ behavior was
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relatively luxurious; they used their money to buy non essential items sold in school.
They would often have no money left when they returned home.

2. guidelines and methods for the economic management Dbehavior
development for the students: holding more lessons on the value and the benefit of
“money and method of maintaining an income-expense account including rules of
'spending money economically, training skill to rouse and build a positive attitude
towards maintaining an income-expense account, spending money economically and
reasonably, assigning activities for students to maintain a personal income-expense
account for 2 months. ' '

3. the result of the developmient by additional learming management on the
value and the benefit of money and rules of maintaining an income-expense account
according to the learning plan showed that more than 90 percent of the students were
able to answer every item of the aforementioned topic correctly. Regarding additional
lessons on spending money economically, it showed that more than 90 percent of the
students were able to answer every item of this topic correctly. More than 90 percent of
the students had a positive attitude towards maintaining an income-expense account
and 80 percent of them were able to maintain a personal income-expense accounts,
they also had their own accounts. The students’ developmental activity practice on
expense control by decreasing unnecessary expenses was rated good which accorded
with the evaluation standard. 80 percent of them had attitude towards the economic

management at a high level.
