This research aims to compare the English reading comprehension and
motivation of Mathayomsuksa 3 students taught using Metacognition Learning
Strategy and traditional teaching methods, and to compare their motivation in
English reading. The samples used were obtained by purposive random
sampling comprised 20 Mathayomsuksa 3 students of Banpongket School,
Muakiek District, Saraburi Province, chosen as an experimental group, and
another 20 Mathayomsuksa 3 students of Watsuantongruammit School, Muaklek
District, Saraburi Province, chosen as the control group, during the second
semester of the 2007 academic year. Both schools are under the Saraburi
Educational Service Area, Office 2. The instruments used consisted of 1) a learning
management plan taught using Metacogniton Learning Strategy for the
experimental group, 2) a learning management plan taught using a reading
comprehension traditional teaching methods for the control group, 3) an English
reading comprehension test with a reliability value of 0.88, and 4) a questionnaire
concerning English reading motivation with a reliability value of 0.97. The data
was analyzed to calculate mean (Y), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

The findings indicated that: the English reading comprehension and motivation
of Mathayomsuksa 3 students mentioned before being taught using the Metacognition
Learning Strategy were higher than those taught using traditional teaching methods

at a .05 statistical significance.
