The purposes of this researéh aims to compare the learning achievement of
the Mathayomsuksa 1 students on the Buddhist Doctrines as taught by the
Dhammasakatcha ’énd the Ariyasat method, compare their ethical reasoning on the
Buddhist Doctrines as taught by the Dhammasakatcha and the Ariyasat method.

The sample group was 66 Mathayomsuksa 1 students selected by cluster
random sampling during the first semester of the 2007 academic vyear,
Piyachartphattana School under the Royal Patronage of Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhon, Prommani Subdistrict, Mueang District, Nakhon
Nayok Province. They were divided into two classrooms, each consisting of 33
students.

The research instrument consisted of Dhammasakatcha and Ariyasat
learning management plans, a learning achievement test with a reliability value of
.81, and an ethical reasoning test with a reliability value of .84. The data was
analyzed to calculate mean (i ), standard deviation (S.D.), percentage and t-test.

The findings are as follows: _

1. the learning achievement of Mathayomsuksa 1 students on Buddhism
as taught by Dhammasakatcha and the Ariyasat method showed no statistically
significant difference.

2. the ethical reasoning of Mathayomsuksa 1 students on Buddhism as
“taught by the Ariyasat method was higher than those taught by the

Dhammasakatcha method at a 0.5 level of statistical significance. The students

taught using the Ariyasat Method had ethical reasoning ’higher than the students
taught using the Dhammasakatcha Method.
