This research and development aims to develop the skill of reading for the
main idea for Prathomsuksa 5 students of Wat Banpho School (Mittaphap 132nd), Phra
Phutthabat District, Saraburi Province. The population employed comprised 2 groups:
the first one is the main insiders for development, i.e. 9 Prathomsuksa 5 students of
Wat Banpho School (Mittaphap 132nd) and 11 others involved, i.e. school director,
teachers who teach the Thai language, students’ guardians, school board members,
local leaders, and an expert on reading for the main idea. The research frame used for
developing the reading for the main idea lesson plan consisted of 2 aspects: reading for
the main idea in each paragraph and reading for the theme of the story by following 3
steps of research and development process: 1) study the state of reading for the main
idea, 2) pursue guidelines and an index for developing reading for the main idea, and
3) develop the skill of reading for the main idea.

The findings showed that:

1. the current state of reading for the main idea of the students: they had no
skills in reading for the main idea in each paragraph and reading for the theme of the
story, for they lacked knowledge and understanding, and sufficient practice. They need
development in this skill.

2. guidelines for development: using exercises on reading for the main idea,
and setting an index for success in development, i.e. 80 percent of the students should
have knowledge and understanding in reading for the main idea at a high level, in other
words, 80 percent and beyond of the students are able to answer each question
correctly. In regards to the skill of reading for the main idea, 80 percent and beyond of

the students should be skilled in reading for the main idea in each item at a high level.

Regarding attitude, students should have an attitude towards reading for the main idea
at the highest level, i.e. the average score of each item should be 80 percent and
beyond. ’ |

3. the result of developing the skill in reading for the main idea: regarding
knowledge and understanding, it was found that the students’ knowledge was rated at a
high level, they were able to answer each item above the mean at a high level.
Concerning the aforementioned skill, the students’ skill was also rated at a high level, all
of the students’ scores were above the mean for measuring the skill in reading for the
main idea at a high level. With regards to attitude, their attitude towards reading for the

main idea was above the mean at the highest level.
