ABSTRACT 215286

This research aims to 1) study the current state and problems with participation
in school administration according to the roles of the fundamental school committee
members in the schools under the Saraburi Province Municipality, and 2) compare the
current state and problems with participation in school administration according to the
roles of the fundamental school committee members in the schools under the Saraburi
Province Municipality as classified by representative status, age, sex, educational level,
svpecial interest, and school size. The 196 samples employed were the fundamental
school commititee members in the schools under the Saraburi Province Municipality.
The research instrument used was a questionnaire designed by the researcher with
0.89 reliability divided into 3 sections regarding an analysis the level of the state and
problems with participation in said school administration. The data was analyzed by a
ready-made program to calculate mean (—)Z), t-test, standard deviation (S.D.), One-Way
ANOVA, and Scheffe’'s Method.

The findings are as follows:

1. the current state and problems of the aforementioned school
administration are as follows:

1.1 the current state of participation in said school administration was
rated at a moderate level. When considering each individual aspect, they ranged in
descending order as follows: relation between school and community, building and
environment work, students affairs, academic affairs, personnel, administrative work,

finance and inventories.
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1.2 the overall problems with participation in the aforementioned school
administration were rated moderately ranging in descending order as follows: relation
between school and community, student affairs administrétive vyork, finance and
inventories, building and environment work, academic affairs, and per/sonnel.

2. the comparison of the current state and problems with participation in said
school administration as classified by the sample status:

2.1 the aforementioned fundamental school committee members with
different sex, age, special interest, and school size overall showed no differehce in
school administration participation; however, it was found to have difference when
classified by status, and educational level, i.e. in status aspect the. representatives of
the guardians showed difference from the representatives of the teachers and school
administrators, and the representatives of the alumni showed significant difference from
the representatives of the teachers and school administrators at a level of .05.
Regarding the educational level, it was found that the fundamental school committee
members with an education below bachelor degree showed difference from the sample
group with a bachelor degree or above.

2.2 said fundamental school committee members with different status,
age, sex, educational level, and special interest overall showed no difference in
problems with participation in school administration, however, the school size aspect
was found to have significant difference, i.e. the special large sized schools and the
medium sized schools overall showed significant difference in participation at a level of
