This research aims to study the cumrent problems of the academic administration
in the first and second grade level fundamental schools under the Saraburi Educational
Service Area Office 1, and compare the aforementioned states and problems according
to the sfatus, sex, age, level of education, work experience and monthly income. The
389 samples consisted of 65 school administrators, 130 teachers and 194 student
guardians. The instument used was a questionnaire approved by experts with a
reliability value of 0.96. The data was analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate
percentage, mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test and one-way ANOVA.

The findings indicated that:

1. the current problems of the academic administration in the first and
second grade level fundamental schools under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office
1 overall were rated at a high level; the current problems of the academic administration
in the aspect of leaming process development was at the highest level and the lowest
level aspect was educational supervision. The aspect of work administration overall was
rated at a moderate level. The school curriculum development aspect was the highest-
rated current problem of the schools and the educational quality assurance 'aspect was
the lowest-rated current problem.

2. the samples of different aspects such as age, sex, educational
qualifications, work experience, and income showed no difference in opinion towards
the states of academic administration.

3. the samples of different ages, educational qualifications, work experience,
and income showed a difference in opinion towards the problems of academic
administration at a .05 level of statistical significance; but the samples of different status
and sex showed no difference in opinion towards the current problems of the academic
administration.
