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ABSTRACT 218409

This research aims to 1) study the factors that affect business competition in
basketry according to the view of the producers 2) compare the aforementioned factors
as classified by sex, age, the level of education, business characleristics, length of
doing business, monthly income from production, source of capital, and raw materials.
The 318 samples were drawn from people who produce baskeiry in Ang Thong
Province. The instrument used was a questionnaire constructed by the researcher and
approved by 5 experts with a reliability value of 0.83. The data was analyzed by
a ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean (5(-), standard deviation (S.D.),
ttest, F-test, and Fisher' Least Significant Difference : LSD.

The results are shown as follows: ‘

1. the factors that affect business competition in basketry according to the
view of the producers are as follows: the competitors within the industry, the bargaining
power of the buyers, the bargaining power of the people who sell the raw materials,
compensation for lost or damaged goods, and the overall brand images and for each
individual aspect were rated moderately.

2. regarding the comparison of said factors as classified by sex and the level
of education, it was found to have a significant difference at a level of 0.05. When
classified by age, business characteristics, length of doing business, monthly income
from production, source of capital, and raw materials, there was found to be no

significant difference at a level of .05.
