This research and development project aims to develop the story telling skills
of Prathomsuksa 5 students of Wat Tansian School (Simarat), Nong Kae Subdistrict,
Phra ’Phutthabat District, Saraburi Province using participatory action research mainly
emphasizing participation from insiders in every step, i.e. 12 Prathomsuksa 5 students
and 5 others involved in promotion and development. This program was divided into 3
phases, 1) studying the current state, problerﬁs, and needs for development, 2) creating
guidelines and methods for development, including key performance indicators for
development, and 3) story telling development of Prathomsuksa 5 students. The
research frame ihcluded selecting stories to be told, story telling techniques and
materials that accompany telling a story. The instrument employed comprised a
questionnaire, an interview, and a group discussion. The quantitative data was analyzed
to calculate percentage, means (i), and standard deviation (S.D.), and the qualitative
data was analyzed by content analyses.

The findings showed that:

1. the students’ knowledge regarding selecting stories for telling, story telling
techniques, and the materials that accompany telling stories was low. This resulted in a
development need for the aforementioned issues.

2. guidelines and methods for development were as follows: holding
operational training to promote knowledge in selecting stories for telling, story telling
techniques, and the materials that accompany telling stories. The key performance
indicators for development required all students to participate in development activities
at a rating of no less than 80 percent; the assessment result was at a high level and

had practical skills in telling stories at a rating of no less than 80 percent.

3. the result of the development: the students indreased their understanding
at a high level in selecting stories, and story telling techniques. 98.6 percent of the

students used materials as media to accompany story telling.
