Merit making on New Year's Day is to serve these purposes:

1. To cerebrate a new life. Making merits makes the life progress throughout
the new year.

2. To show gratitude to ancestors by merit making.

3. To preserve good Thai tradition.

4. To meet and have parties with loved ones.
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In 1889 Thai New Year was in April. March 31 was New Year's Eve and April 1

was the New Year's Day. There was a two-day celebration.

In 1941 Thailand made January 1 a New Year's Day.

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Songkran Day _

Songkran is an important day for Nongsadao villagers because it is a family
day, too. On this day people who work in other places go back to their own hometowns
and meet their parents, relatives and old friends.

Nongsadao locality has a special Songkfan festival which is different from other
localities. On this day people in this village do not hold a big ceremony or entertainment
but they have activities in their families with parents, relatives, neighbors and friends.
Sometimes they give presents to older people whom they respect. In the moming of
April 13, every family goes to the temple to make merit together. They celebrate for
three days. For example, they have religious ceremonies, let free birds and fish, make
sand stupas and bathe the monks. In the afternoon, they bathe old people and ask for
their blessings.

Meaning

The word “Troot” (A731) means "o cut’ or "to tear”. It means the end of the
Lunar year and it is the 15'h waxing — moon day of the fourth month according to the
solar calendar,

The word “Songkran” means “to approach”, “to step”, “ to move” or “a
movement”. Songkran Day is the day when the sun moves to April. April 13" has been
decided as * Wan Ma Ha Songkran™.

Belief

In the past Thai Buddhists considered Songkran Day as Thai New Year's Day
so they were pleased to welcome Songkran because they thought they were one year
older on Songkran Day. They did many activities, for example, making merits, offering
food to monks, bathing Buddha images and monks, making sand stupas, letting free
birds or fish, and letting the animals- water buffaloes, and cows - stay free without
having to work. Besides, they bathe old people and ask them for their blessings. These
activities were believed to make them happy and prosperous.

History

The history of Songkran Day from the stone inscription at Watprachetuphon
wimonmangkararam was written as follows:

in the past there was a couple of millionaires, husband and wife. They did not

have any children. There was a big drunkard who had two handsome sons who
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ridiculed the rich man about not having any children. The rich man felt ashamed so he
made a sacrifice to the guardian angel at a banyan tree and asked for a child. The
guardian angel pitied him, so he went to God Indra and asked him to help the rich
man. God Indra ordered Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn to be bom in the rich man's family.

Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn was a very clever child. He could understand the birds’
language and knew about auspicious moments. At that time people respected “Thao Ka
Bin Prom" who could mark auspicious moments for people.

Thao Ka Bin Prom knew about Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn’s cleverness so he
came to see him and asked him three questions. If Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn could
answer all of them, Thao Ka Bin Prom would cut off his head. Iif Tham Ma Ban Koo
Marn could not answer the questions, they would cut off Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn's
head.

Here are the three questions:

1. Where is the radiance in the moming?

2. Where is the radiance at noon?

3. Where is the radiance in the evening?

Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn tried to think of the answers to the questions for six
days but he could not find the answers. Luckily, Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn heard a
couple of eagles talking about him that the next day Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn would be
killed because he could not answer the questions. The husband eagle told the answers
to his wife that:

1. In the morning the radiance is at the face so human beings wash their faces
then.

2. At noon the radiance is at the chest so human beings sprinkle their chests
with water or perfume then.

3. In the evening the radiance is at the feet because human beings wash their
feet before they go to bed.

When Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn heard this, he was very glad. He went back to
his castle. The next day Thao Ka Bin Prom came for the answers. Tham Ma Ban Koo
Marn answered the questions that he learned from the eagle. Thao Ka Bin Prom said
the answers were correct and he became a loser. He told his seven daughters that he
would cut his head off as he promised to Tham Ma Ban Koo Marn. His head had strong

power. If it was put on the earth, it would set the whole world on fire. If it was put in the

ocean, the sea would become dry. So he ordered his seven daughters to put his head

on a tray and carry it in a procession around “Phrasumen” (WIZ§LuY) mountain. Every

year when Songkran Day arrives, all of Thao Ka Bin Prom’s daughters or Mrs.

Songkrans would have a procession around Phrasumen mountain. Mrs. Songkrans

were God Indha’s royal concubines. Their duly is to carry Thao Ka Bin Prom’s head

around Phrasumen mountain. The following table shows the names of the days on

which Songkran Day falls, the flowers, the jewelry, the weapons, vehicles that they

use and their food .

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Ordination
Meaning

Buddhism is a religion of Thailand, so there is an ordination ceremony for
monks because monks perpetuate Buddhism. They train Bhikkhu to become good and
moral. They lead their lives like Buddha to keep up Buddhism. To be ordained is also
to give up being a househelder.

There are two ways of ordination in Buddhism. Firstly, when a Thai man is 20
years or more old and wants be ordained as a monk, he needs to have qualifications
indicated in Buddhist disciplinary rules. Secondly, when Thai man who is under 20
years old, and wants to be ordained as a novice, he can observe novice rules.

Nongsadao's local ordination ceremony is different from other places. There is an
extravagant ceremony because they think that ordination is important for
Buddhists. Parents think it is a way for their sons to repay kindness to them. Not every
family can have this ceremony because some families have not got a son,
There is a big ceremony to celebrate Nagga, the person to be ordained. Then there is
a big feast. The Nagga rides on the back of an elephant or a horse for Nagga before
entering the temple. They make votive prayers to ask for protection from the spirits
of the place by walking in a procession around the temple more than three times.
Belief

in the time of Buddha, men wanted to be ordained as monks in order to seek
and practice Dharma knowledge. However, nowadays the meaning of ordination is
different. It is for renouncing of greed. The ordained men, the parents, and the people
who participate in the ordination ceremony all receive merits from this ceremony.
History

There were three historical events to the Buddhist monk ordination ceremony.

The first time Buddha ordained to his disciples. This ordination was called
“Ahipikoo-ooppasampatha”. (1a#finyaUdun)

The second time Buddha let his disciple ordain his followers. He ordered that
ordained men to say out loud that they would hold The Triple Gem as their refuge. This

ordination was called Tisaranakomnoopasampatha” (@ ﬁ‘smﬂuy’.ﬂ f’f:uﬂm).
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The last time he let the ordination in a meeting of monks. There was a rule
about the number of monks to attend the meeting and to introduce the person who
would be ordained. A particular asked the person to be ordained about his
qualifications. There was a prayer to teach the ordained individuals certain rules once.
Then all the monks prayed to show the monks' approval of the ordained individuals
three times. This type of ordination ceremony is called “Yattichatutthakamma-
oopphasampatha” (jafsaaniivugUsuini

When Lord Buddha ordered to use this ordination (Yattichatutthakamma-
oopphasampatha), he abolished the first and second types of ordination, and only the
third ordination has been used till now. This shows that Buddha empowered to monks
completely.

History of the word “Nagga*“

In the ordination ceremony, there is a celebration for “Nagga™ The word
Nagga is Phayanag (WU u1f). This is a legend of Nagga ordination. In the time of
Buddha, was a Phayanag who changed himself into a human and asked to be
ordained. One day when he was sleeping, his body became a Phayanag. When monks
saw him, they were afraid.

When Lord Buddha knew what happened, he ordered to tell him the truth,
Phayanag said he had faith in Buddhism. Lord Buddha told him that animals could not
be ordained. Phayanak then asked Lord Buddha to leave a name of Naga in Buddhism,
Time and occasion

The ordination ceremony usually takes place before the first day of the Buddhist
lent because when someone is ordained because after the ordination, the monk must
stay at the temple at all times, and study Buddha's teaching.

The man to be ordained in Buddhism must leave worldly happiness. He must
shave his head, eyebrow, moustache and beard and wear three pieces of robe, He will
receive only food offering, stop eating after twelve o'clock, and stay in a peaceful
place. He must not worry about what to wear. He must not travel and must separate
himself from sensual pleasure. These are qualification for a man to be ordained.

1. He must not suffer from leprosy, abscess, tuberculosis, epilepsy, and
ringworm.

2. He must be a human being.

3. He must a male.

4. He must have freedom (e.g. not a prisoner).

5. He must not be in debt.

6. If he is an government official, he needs to have permission from
government.

How to make Krathongs. Decorating the Kkrathongs .
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Tuannd
Loy Krathong Festival
Meaning

Loykrathong festival is an ancient Thai festival. It began in the Sukothal pericd.
Now it is practiced incorrectly, so we should give knowledge and show the right practice
to young generations because they are representatives of the new generations. They
can become models for other people.

Loykrathong festival in Nongsadao locality is different from other localities. There
is no cerebration on this day. But every member helps make Krathongs. They sell them,
too. Krathongs are shaped like lotus blossoms and people put some flowers, a candle
and three joss sticks in them. After that they take their Krathongs to the rivers, canals,
or ponds at the temple and they make wishes before floating them.

Bellef
Loy Krathong Festival has been practiced for a long time. These are the beliefs

of people about Loy Krathong.

History

This tradition happened in Sukothai period, the first capital of Thailand. It appeared
in Thaoseechulaluk's book. Thaoseechulaluk was Phramahathammarachalithai's
(ws:ummnﬂmﬁ'lﬂ w30 Wizdd) favorite royal concubine. It was one of the stories
in twelve months’ tradition in Phramahathammarachalithai's court that Thaoseechulaluk wrote :

On the full moon day of the tweifth month, Pharaungchao (w::iww‘h) ordered
his concubines to decorate Krathongs with flowers, joss sticks, and candles to float in
the water at the royal presence to follow the tradition. Thaoseechulaluk whose former
name was “Rewadeenoppamas” made Krathong in the shape a lotus and named it
“Kamoot”. When she floated her Krathong in the royal presence, the king was very

pleased with it. So he ordered in a royal the meeting that in the next Loy Krathong
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festival everyone would have to decorate Krathong in the shape of a lotus. This order
has been practiced until Ayudhaya period and Rattanakosin period.
What to Keep in Mind.

At present Loy Krathong is popular with many purposes, But there are many
problerns, too. Here are some suggestions about what to do or not to do:

1. Avoid making Krahtongs out of dangerous materials or materials that do not
decay. You should make Krathongs from natural materials.

2. Be careful when you travel to other places to float the Krathongs.

3. Try to keep good manner and a beautiful Thai tradition during the festival.

4. Don’t put some money in your Krathongs because some people look for or
money in your Krathongs and damage them.

5. You should not hold a big Loy Krathong celebration. It's a waste of money .

Celebrating a Shrine: San Ta Choa Ban
Meaning
The shrines-- houses of spirits and guardian angels—are holy places because
spirits and guardians reside in them. Many people always worship these shrines. There
are two ways to build the shrines. If it is temporary built, it is called a temporary shrine.
If it is permanently built, it will be built near gathering village market or city. Soul of
ghosts that haunt the permanent shrines are called “Chac-phor or Chao-mae”" . Shrines
belong to each community and there are people who look after them. There is a
medium. A medium is a person who contacts the spirits.
Belief
Erecting a shrine is a local tradition in Nongsadao. The villagers in this locality
have practiced this tradition for a long time. It is a very important for people in this
village. The belief in Chao-phor is special for Nongsadao villagers. But other people
may not hold this belief because we cannot be proved by science. Nongsadao villagers
belief that:
1. You should tell Chao-phor ( His name is Chao-phor Thammachuk ) when
you have a plan for an important activity and you will succeed.
2. You should tell Chao-phor when you are going on journey and you will be
safe.
3. You should ask Chao-phor to help you recover from iliness.
4. You should ask Chao-phor to protect you and your family and to make you
happy.
5. If your wish come true, you must make votive offerings.
History
This tradition is a local tradition. It had been practiced for along time. Villagers in
Nongsadao locality has held this practice up till now. From interviews with people in the
village who know about this story from their ancestors and old people why there is this
shrine in Nongsadao village. They said that in the past, villagers had no one to protect
them; so they were afraid of bandits because the bandits robbed the villagers of their
properties. But when the bandits came to Nongsadao village, they went past it. It

seemed that there was something—a spirit—- that hid the village from the robbers. So
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Nongsadao villagers built a shrine for the spirits or ghosts and invite them to reside at
this shrine. And there was the medium for the spirit or Chao-phor and people. This
medium may be a man or a woman,
