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ABSTRACT 

The purpose of this study was to compare skitls in English communication for 

Prathomsuksa 6 students and their attitudes towards learning management by 

implementing the Total Physical Response rnethd and traditional methods. A sample of 

48 Prathomsuksa 6 students from Wat Nongsadao Schwl, Sam Chuk, District Suphan 

Buri Province was selected via simple purposive sampling in the second semester of 

the 2006 academic year. Alt 48 students were divided into two groups. One group was 

taught implementing the Total Physical Response method and the other by the 

traditional method. Each group consisted of 24 students. The instruments used for 

collecting data were: lesson plans for each group, test of skills in English 

communication with a reliability value of 0.76, and a questionnaire on attiiudes towards 

the learning management with a reliability value of 0.87. Mean and standard deviation 

were used to analyze the students' skills in English communication and their attitudes 

towards the learning management. The independent sample t-test was used to test the 

hypothesis. 

The findings of the study were as follows: 

4 .  the skills in English communication of Prathomsuksa 6 students taught 

implementing the Total Physical Response Method were higher than those of the 

traditional method at a level of -05 statistical significance. 

2. the attitudes of students taught implementing the Total Physical Response 

Method were higher than those of the traditional method, at a level of .05 statistical 

significance. 
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
