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ABSTRACT 

This research and development aims to develop a learning process regarding 

the life story of the Lord Buddha for Prathomsueksa 5 students, Wat U-Tapao School, 

Muangwan Subdistrict, Nongsang District, Saraburi Province. This program was divided 

into 3 steps: that is 1) study the current state, problems, and needs for development, 

2) pursue guidelines, methods and key indicators for success, and 3) develop a learning 

process regarding the life story of the Lord Buddha. Two separate of populations were 

employed: the insiders for development, i.e. 14 Prathomsueksa 5 students of Wat 

U-Tapoo, School and 2 teachers teaching the life story of the Lord Buddha, and d3 

others involved, i.e, the abbot of Wat U-Tapao, Buddhist monks, acting director, school 

board members, experts who teach life story of the Lord Buddha. The research 

emphasized participatory development process of all parties in every step, i.e., learning 

approach, teaching, conclusion, and evaluation. 

The findings revealed that: 

1. the current state of sa~d process regarding the learning approach: 

teachers emphasized qirestions and discussion, lacked skills in creating an atmosphere 

and environment that interested students; with regard to teaching: teachers emphasized 

lectures concerning the contents of the lessons or handouts, but there was no 

participatory activities between teachers and students, they also lacked skills and 

teaching methods that helped entertain students: as for the conclusion: teachers 

emphasized questions and assigned students to do exercises at the end of the lessons, 

bu! no there was participation from students, no various lesson conclusion; regarding 

evaluation: teachers emphasized collectifig scores from the ass~gned wrlrk, a knowledge 

test, but there was no participation from students which cacsed problems, i.e. no 
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interest in studying the life story of the Lord Buddha leading students not reach the 

predefined goals; whereas the students and teachers needed development. 

2. guidelines to develop the aforementioned learning process were to create 

a learning place where the 4 steps to the learning approach can be achieved: creating 

classroom atmosphere to accord with the lesson content and to rouse students' insight 

into the lesson. Regarding teaching: emphasizing students to be interested in learning 

and co-participating in activities between teachers and students, teachers changed 

themselves from advice givers, and transmitters so that they could assist, encourage, 

and support the students in pursuing knowledge from the media and various learning 

sources. teach creatively, assigning them to study by themselves, co-participation in 

activities, fieldtrip, and using [earning sources that emphasize students' participation. 

This program also provided opportunities for students to express their opinions in 

learning management; concerning lesson conclusion: emphasized students to do 

activities and participate in lesson conclusion. Regarding evaluation: teachers should 

hold activities and tests together so that they can appropriately emphasize students' 

practice and participation in evaluation by setting up key performance indicator at a high 

level, i.e. at 3.51-4.50 range. 

3. the results of said learning process were found as follows: learning 

approach: teachers increased time for students to watch T.V. regarding this program the 

average value before and after management were 2.78 and 4.07 respectiveiy; regarding 

teaching: increasing activity program among students, the average value before and 

after management were 2.28 and 3.78 respectively. Concerning lesson conclusion: 

students were assigned to increase their portfolio on this study, the average value 

before and after management were 2.14 and 3.71 respectively; the evaluation step: the 

students were assigned to choose the best answer by increasing their knowledge, the 

average value before and after the management were 3.35 and 3.96 respectively. 

These showed that the developmental result increased at a high level in every item, 

which enabled students to lea:n and obtain comprehension about the life story of the 

Lord 8uddha, yielding a good learning achievement, and leading to the development of 

a learning process regarding said story in that is viable for use in other schools. 
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
