This research aims to 1) corhpare the Prathomsuksa 4 students’ pre-post
learning on the Thai language learning substance group using cartoons to accompany
teaching, 2) compare their aforementioned issues between implementing cartoons to
accompany teaching and the conventional method, 3) study their satisfaction towards
the teaching using cartoons to accompany teaching. The 50 samples selected by
purposive sampling from Prathomsuksa 4 students of Anubanwatnongmuang School
under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2, Nong Muang District, Lop Buri
Province, and again selected by simple random sampling to get 25 students from
Prathomsuksa 4/1 and another 25 students from Prathomsuksa 4/2. The instruments
employed comprised 1) a lesson plan on creative writing for the Thai language
substance group implementing cartoons to accompany teaching, 2) a conventional
learning management plan 3) a creative writing ability test with a reliability value of .84,
and 4) a students’ satisfaction questionnaire with a reliability value of .79 regarding said
learning management. The data was analyzed to calculate mean ()—(), standard
deviation (S.D.), percentage, and t-test. |

The research results are shown as follows:

1. the post creative writing ability learning achievement of Prathomsuksa 4
students using cartoons to accompany teaching was higher than that of pre-learning at
a level of .01 statistical significance.

2. the creative writing ability of the students taught by implementing cartoons
was higher than that using the conventional method at a level of .05 statistical
significance.

3. the overall satisfaction of students towards said learning management

was rated at the highest level.
