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This research aims to 1) study the level of factors effecting on the
administration of academic affairs of the Dual Vocational Training Project of the
Institutes of Vocational Education in the Central Region 3. Three factors are school
administrators, teachers, and business owners, 2) _study the relationship between each
factor and the administration of academic affairs of the Dual Vocational Training Project
of the Instifutes of Vocational Education in the Central Region 3, and 3) compare the
level of factors effecting on the administration of academic affairs of the Dual Vocational
Training Project of the Institutes of Vocational Education in the Central Region 3. The
samples were classified by level of education, status, and work experierjce. Using
Yamane’s theory, the samples were dréwn 412 people out of 770 people. The research
used the method of stratified random sampling and the research instruments were
questionnaires approved by experts with a reliable value of 0.85. ‘The data were
analyzed by percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), Pearson correlation
coefficient, t-test, F-test, one-way ANOVA, and Scheffe’s method.

The findings were as follows: |

1. Factors effecting on the administration of academic affairs of the Dual
Vocational Training Project of the Institutes of Vocational Education in the Central
Region 3 were school administrators, teachers, students, work places, communities, and
facilities. The research found that overall factor was rated at moderate level. In addition,
each factor was rated at moderate level.

2. The relationship between each factor and the administration of academic
affairs of the Dual Vocational Training Project of the Institutes of Vocational Education

in the Central Region 3 has statistically significant relation at level .01.

3. Regarding the comparison of level of factors effecting on the administration
of academic affairs of the Dual Vocational Training Project of the Institutes of Vocational
Education in the Central Region 3, the research revealed that statistically significant
differences were found in the responses of level of education, status, and work

experience at level .05.
