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The objectives of this research were to 1) study operational conditions of
teachers in leading schools in transformational leadership for decentralization
management and educational administration under Singburi Educational Service Area
Office and 2) compare operational conditions of teachers in leading schools in
transformational leadership for decentralization management and educational
administration under Singburi Educational Service Area Office when the sample was
classified by gender, age, work position, marital status, education, monthly income,
work experience, ar_1d learning subjects. The operation was categorized into 4 areas:
academic affair, budget planning, personnel, and general administration. Population was
237 teachers from 2 schools- Singburi School and Wat Promsakorn School.
Participants, drawn using stratified random sampling, were 149 teachers: 113 from
Singburi School and 36 from Wat Promsakorn School in the academic year 2008. The
instrument was a questionnaire, with a reliability of 0.93. Data were analyzed using
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way ANOVA

The results Were found as follows:

1. for all 4 areas, the operation was, overall, rated at a high level. Considering
each individual area, the researcher found that each area was rated at a high level and
ranged in descending order as follows: vacademic affair, general administration,
personnel, and budget planning.

2. classified by gender, teachers had different operational condition at a

significance level of .05. However, when teachers were classified by age, marital status,

education, monthly income, work experience, and learning subjects, they had the same

operational condition.
