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The objectives of this research were to 1) study factors affecting parents’
decision on sending their children to private schools in the basic education level in Sing
Buri Province, and 2) compare the factors affecting parents’ decision on sending their
children to private schools in the basic education level in Sing Buri Province when they
are classified by occupation, education, income, age. The sample numbered 364
parents who had children studying at 11 private schools in the basic education level in
Sing Buri Province during the academic year 2008. The instrument was a questionnaire
to analyze factors affecting on parents’ decision, with a reliability of .93. The data were
analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA, and Scheffe’s
method.

The research results were as follows:

1. parents’ decision on sending their children to private schools in the basic
education level in Sing Buri Province was, overall, rated at a high level. Considering
each individual aspect, the researcher found that the mean values were ranked in
descending order as follows: learning management, school fame, environment
management, fee, family's economic status, facilites and services, location, and
teacher’s care of students.

2. when parents were classified by occupation, education, income, and age,
factors affecting their decision on sending their children to private schools were different

at a significance level of .05
