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The objectives of this study were to 1) study the Board of Education
participation in small school management under Nakhonsawan Educational Service
Area Office 3 and 2) compare the Board of Education participaﬁon in the small school
management when they were classified by gender, age, education, income, participation
in school activities, and participation period in school activities. The sample, drawn
using simple random sambling, consisted of 302 officials from the Board of Education of
small schools under Nakhonsawan Educational Service Area Office 3 in the academic
year 2008. The instrument was a questionnaire constructed by the researcher, with a
reliability of 0.97. The data were analyzéd by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-
test, and one-way ANOVA.

The results were as follows:

1. the Board of Education participation in small school management was
divided into 4 areas: 1) academic affair, 2) budget, 3) personnel, and 4) general
administration. The participation was, overall, rated at a high level. The budget area had
the highest mean value. Tﬁen, the mean values of these areas were ranged in
descending order as follows: general administration, academic affair, and personnel.

2. when the Board of Education were classified by gender, age, education,
income, participation in school activities, and the participation period, their participation

in the small school management was no different.
