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The objective of this research was to develop Prathomsuksa 5§ students’ passage
abridgement skill at Wat Sawang A-rom School, Wang Mueang Subdistrict, Wang
Mueang District in Saraburi Province. The method was a participatory action research
focused workshop and participation among several groups of people. The samples
numbered 15 Prathomsuksa 5 students, and 17 involved persons who were school
officers, Thai language experts, school committees, abbot's assistant from Wat Sawang
A-rom, and monks teaching morals in the school. The participants involved in studying
the current state, problems and needs for development as well as seeking the ways and
methods for the development of the students’ abridgement. They also specified the
indicators and developmental procedures for developing the students’ skill. For the study
framework, the researcher emphasized the comprehension in main ideas of stories and
the organization by the right pattern.

The results were as follows:

1. for the cument state, the students had little knowledge about
comprehension in the passage abridgement. There were few teaching materials. They
could not understand the main ideas of stories and use Thai in the shortened passages
clearly. They could not paraphrase and organize their abridged passages by the right
pattem.

2. the ways and methods for the development of the abridgement skill were
to enhance the training on this matter, and set the passage abridgement competition.
One of indicators identified that at least 70 percent of the students had to pass the
knowledge and skill tests. Their average points and attitudes had to be good and' very
good. Furthermore, student should be in the contest about passage abridgement more
than 80 percent.

3. the results of the development revealed that after the training, all students’

”ave-r'age 'points were ranked at an excellent level when they did the knowledge test. In
term of the skill test, 86.7 percent of the students had the average points at an excellent
level and a good level. They had good attitudes towards the development of the
ébridgrhent. Moreover, all of students participated the contest. According to these two
development projects: the training and contest, they helped the students improve their
skill. 60 and 26.7 percent of students had the average points at an excellent level and a
good level, respectively. Aforementioned, the development of the students’ passage
abridgement skill was successful and met the indicators. |
