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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study basic information, 2) develop
the curriculum, 3) trial the curriculum, and 4) measure and evaluate the curriculum. The
sample, drawn using stratified random sampling, was 30 second stage students from
Wat Suwantalai school during the first semester of academic year 2009. The
instruments were a learning achieverment test with a reliability of 0.854, an evaluation of
student’ s work, and an attitude test. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard
deviation, t-test, and content analysis.

The resuits were as follows:

1. from the studying of basic information by interviewing, asking, having a
group conversation, the researcher found than many organizations would like the school
to have the curriculum which fit to community's needs. The school should include local
wisdom into learning. It should also have education suitable for local economy and
society.

2. from the development, the curriculum consisted of values, vision, principles,
objectives, expected learning outcomes, course syllabus, leaming units, instructional
media, measurement and evaluation, 9 iearning plans. Experts evaluated that the
curriculum was suitable.

3. from ftrialing the cumiculum, the researcher found that the students were
interested and paid attention in the curriculum. They were also be able to weave a toy
and enjoy doing it. The curriculum was suitable for the community.

4. for the measurement and evaluation, the students had higher tearning

achievement at a significance level of .05, The students were be able to weave it well.



The students’ attitude towards the cumicuium was rated at the highest level. One
improvement was that the total leaming hours should be increased from 18 hours to 20
hours~the period of 6~ and 7" plans should ba increased 1o be 3 hours.
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
