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The objectives of this research were to 1) compare Matthayomsuksa 6 students’
learning achievement of Art course Sor 43101 before and after taught using Tri Sikkha
integrated learning, 2) compare their learning achievement of the course when they
were taught using Tri Sikkha integrated learning to using the conventional method,
3) compare their’ Tri Sikkha virtues (morality, concentration, and wisdom) when they
were taught using Tri Sikkha integrated learning to using the conventional method, and
4) compare their attitude towards studying art when they were taught using Tri Sikkha
integrated learning to using the conventional method. The sample drawn using simple
random sampling totaled 70 Matthayomsuksa 6 students at Sam Chuk
Rattanaphokharam School during the first semester of academic year 2009. They were
categorized into 2 groups: controlled group and experimental group, which consisted of
35 students each group. The instruments were 1) Tri Sikkha integrated learning plans,
2) conventional, 3) a learning achievement test with a reliability of 0.82, 4) a Tri Sikkha
virtues-test with a reliability of 0.85, and 5) an attitude test towards studying art with a
reliability of 0.82. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The resuits were as follows:

1. the student’s leaming achievement of mentioned course was higher when
they were taught using Tri Sikkha integrated learning with a significance level of .05

2. their learning achievement was higher when using Tri Sikkha integrated
learning than using the conventional method with a significance level of .05.

3. their Tri Sikkha virtues were higher when using Tri Sikkha integrated

learning than using the conventional method with a significance level of .05.

4. their attitude towards studying art was more positive when using Tri Sikkha

integrated learning than using the conventional method with a significance level of .05.
