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This research aims to 1) study the ‘states and problems of school-based
management in basic education schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area
Office, 2) compare the states and problems of school-based management in basic
education schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, Sing Buri Province
when classified by position, gender, age, education level, and work experience. The
sample group was 359 administrators, teachers, and the commission of basic education
schools in the academic year of 1996. The instrument used was a quesﬁonnaire. The
index of consistency (IOC) with the alpha coefficient for reliability was 0.98.The data
was analyzed by means of frequency calculation, percentages, mean (i), standard
deviation, (S.D.), t-test, one way ANOVA ,and Scheffe’s test.

The results of this research indicate that

1. states of school-based management of basic education schools under
Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office was, overall, rated at a high level. When
considering each aspect, it was rated at a high level with a descending order of mean
as follows: decentralizing aspect, inspecting aspect, balancing aspect, self-
administrating aspéct, and participatory administrating aspect.

2. problems of school-based management of basic education schools under
Sing Bqﬁ Educational Service Area Ofﬁce was, overa-ll, rated at a moderate level in
overall. When considering each aspect, it was rated at a moderate level with a
descending order of mean as follows: decentralizing aspect, self-administrating aspect,
inspecting aspect, balancing aspect, and participatory administrating aspect.

3. states of school-based management of basic education schools under
Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office when classified by position, gender, age,

education level, and work experience manifested a statistically significant difference at

the .05 level.
4. problems of school-based management of basic education schools under

Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office when classified by gender, level of education,

age, and work experience manifested a statistically significant difference at the .05

level, excluding position and gender.
