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This research aims to 1) study status and performance problems at Buddhist
school in Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, and 2) compare the status and
performance problems among Buddhist schools in Lop Buri Educational Service Area
Office 1. The samples were classified by sex, work position, levels of education and
school sizes. The 327 samples were drawn by stratified random sampling and divided
into four groups; 33 school managements, 65 teachers, 164 students, and 65 parents in
the academic year 2008. The research instruments were questionnaires approved by 5
experts with a reliable value of 0.98. All completed questionnaires were returned.
Percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test, and Scheffe’'s method
were used to analyze the data.

The results were as follows:

1. Overall status at Buddhist school was rated at a high level, and each
aspect was rated at a high level. The first three aspects are atmosphere and interaction,
basic life activities, and physical feature, respectively.

2. Overall performance problems at Buddhist school were rated at a moderate
levels and each aspect was rated at a moderate level. The first three aspect are
physical feature, teaching and learning, and atmosphere and interaction, respectively

3. Regarding the compaﬁéon of status and performance problem among
Buddhist schools the research revealed that, in case of the samples were classified by
sex, level of education, the performance status at Buddhist schools was not different.
However statistically significant differences were found in the responses of work position

and school size at a level of .05.
For the performance problem, no statistically significant differences were
found regarding to work positions and levels of education. Statistically significant

._differen_ces were found at level .05 regarding to sex and school size.
