The objectives of this research were to 1) study basic information, 2) develop
the additional curriculum, 3) trial the additional curriculum and 4) evaluate and improce
the additional curriculum. The sample drawn using simple random sampling numbered
47 Prathomsuksa 5/6 students during the first semester of the academic year 2010 from
Anuban Suphan Buri School under Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 1. The
instruments employed were ‘1) an interview form to the index of consistency 1.00, 2) the
additional curriculum to the index of consistency 1.00, 3) a learning achievement test
with a reliability of 0.753, 4) an ability test of making an income statement with a
reliability of 0.957 5) a satisfaction questionnaire with a reliability of 0.957. The data
were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, content analysis and t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. involved persons suggested to develop the additional curriculum since it
was suitable with economical and social changing. It implanted “Being Thai” awareness.
Besides, it supported students’ development according to their capabilities and school’s
emphasis.

2. the additional curriculum had completed contents. Learning activities and
measurement and evaluation were appropriate for students and met local needs.

3. after studying the developed additional curriculum, students had a higher
learning achievement and better ability to make an income statement at a significance

level of .05. They also highly satisfied the additional curriculum.

4. there should be improvements on increasing time to be sufficient with a
lesson plan and having continued activities after class to promote students’ retention of

learning.
