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This research had a general purpose to develop a curriculum for promoting
‘virtue and ethics’ and ‘being Thai’ of Social Studies, Religion and Culture Learning
Strand for Prathomsuksa 4 students. The specific purposes were to 1) study basic
information, 2) develop a curriculum, 3) trial a curriculum and 4) evaluate and improve a
curriculum. The sample obtained by simple random sampling totaled 17 Prathomsuksa
4 students during the second semester of the academic year 2009 from Wad Sam Jun
School, Si Prachan District, Suphan Buri Province. The instruments employed were 1) a
curriculum for promoting ‘virtue and ethics’ and ‘being Thai’, 2) a learning achievement
test with a reliability of 0.845, 3) a behavioral test on ‘virtue and ethics’ and ‘being Thai’
and 4) an attitude questionnaire towards that curriculum. The data were analyzed in
terms of percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and content analysis.

The findings showed that:

1. from the studying basic information, it showed that governmental offices
needed communities to get involved in educational management to relate with problems
and student's needs. They also supported for doing the curriculum to suit with
communities in order to let students be able to use this knowledge in developing
themselves, being smart and good people, having ‘virtue and ethics and ‘being Thaf',
and being able to live in society happily. Involved persons also suggested that the
curriculum should be implemented.

2. the developed curriculum was comprised of principle, objective, structure,
course description, content, studying period, learning activity, learning media and
sources, measurement and evaluation and lesson plan. The experts found that the
curriculum was suitable.

3. from trialing the curriculum, the reseafcher found that students had
attention in studying, reasonably shared their opinions, participated in learning activities
and was able to use the knowledge in their daily lives.

4. from evaluation and improvement, it was found that students had higher
learning achievement after using the developed curriculum at a signiﬁcance level of .05.
For their behaviors of ‘virtue and ethics’ and ‘being Thai’, the researcher found that their
discipline, frugality, gratitude, honesty, being proud of ‘being Thai’ were at the highest
level. Students had attitude at the highest level in overall. The curriculum should be

adjusted by increasing studying period from 10 hours to 12 hours.
