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The purposes of this research was to development of the local curriculum in
Suphanburi province on “A visit to khum khun pan” for prathomsuksa 2 students. There
were 4 steps for development 1) study in general background 2) develop the curriculum
3) try out the curriculum 4) evaluate and develop the curriculum. The fifty-six samples
used were Prathomsuksa 2/5 of Suphannaphum School, Mueng District, Suphanburi
Province. The instrument convoyed comprised 1) interviewing 2) questionnaire 3) focus
group 4) test 5) questionniare behavior on “A visit to khum khun pan.” 6) believe in
Suphan ban lao. Curriculum was “A visit to khum khun pan.” confident value was 0.887
The data was analyzed, content analysis, Mean, standard deviation, and t-test dependent.

The findings revealed that:

1. the result of studying ir.1 genefal background was the policy of various section
offices wanted the communities in society to be good by participating in manage
administration and various activities which organized by participating in manage
administration and various activities which organized by community educational process
depended on community problems, local needs, encouraging in local curriculum
appropriate for society and local wisdom which made developed process for society,
communities and local areas. As student and people in communities needed to develop
local curriculum because it is the school curriculum with full of local content for studying
and practicing.

2. the result of developing the curriculum was it was comprised in concept,

vision, objective, structure, test and evaluate, method plan, expected learning outcomes,

course description, content frame, learning unit, procedure, learning resources, assessment
and 10 lesson plans.

3. the expert educators said the curriculum component were suitable and
appropriate for the fourth grade students.

4. the result of evaluating and developing the curriculum was the students had
a different learning interest for class activities with knowledge and high confident in
speaking and beloved in Suphanburi province on "A visit Khun Pan House” as their
hometown between pre-and post study at a 0.05 level of statistical significance. i.e. the
posttest achievement scores were higher than the pre-test ones. The learners’ works
were available with creation. Their attitude was in positive thinking. The curriculum
contents were appropriateness. Instructors and learners accepted on adapting duration

in some lesson plans which should be related to the contens.
