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The objectives of this study were to 1) study basic information for curriculum
development, 2) develop the curriculum, 3) implement the curriculum, and 4) evaluate '
and improve the curriculum. The sample consisted of 63 Mathayomsuksa 3 students in
the second semester of the academic year 2008 at Tha Chang Wilittayakarn School.
The sample was drawn by using the purposive sampling technique. The instruments
were the achievement test with a reliability of 0.92, the practice skill test during training,
and the attitude questionnaire. Descriptive statistics used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and content analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. teachers and involved people had the need of development for the training
program on good characteristics. They also were willing to support the development.
The research revealed that the training was important for them to improve good
characteristics. It could also improve attitudes, knowledge, and skills. The activities were
applied in the training so that students could learn from direct experiences and'apply
their knowledge to a daily life.

2. according to the result of curriculum development, draft curriculum was
established. It consisted of principles, objectives, structures, course descriptions,
trainees, course contents, training duration, training activities, media and materials,
measurement and assessment, lesson plans, and curriculum documents. The contents
of curriculum could be divided into 3 parts: theory, practice, and activity. There were 19
lesson plans in total. The professionals evaluated the training program and found that

the program was conformable to what standards and suitable.

3. the implementation of training program with Mathayomsuksa 3 students at
Tha Chang Wilittayakarn School happened 3 days and 2 nights. The training methods
were lectures, demonstration, and actual practices according to the lesson plans. It
illustrated that students paid attention to the training activities.

4. according to the evaluation and curriculum improvement, the students had a
higher learning achievement after using the curriculum with a statistically significant
difference at the level of .05. According to the evaluation during the training, students
highly participated in activities. According to the evaluation after implementing the
curriculum, students agreed with the ftraining program in positive questions. They
disagreed in almost all negative questions. There was only one question on which

students were uncertain.
