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This research aims to 1) study the present situation including problems and
needs for practices development based on the Buddhist Ceremony of the Pratomsuksa
5 students at Saohai Kindergarten School, Saraburi Provice, 2) seek for ways and
methods of development as well as indicators to achieve practices development based
on the Buddhist Ceremony of the Pratomsuksa 5 students mentioned above, 3) develop
Pratomsuksa 5 Saohai Kindergarten students’ practices on the Buddhist Ceremony
base. The research was an interactive workshop with the participation of 41
Pratomsuksa 5 Kindergarten School, Saraburi Province, 18 Buddhist monks, and 18
laypeople.

The research revealed that:

1. in terms of the present situation including problems and needs for practices
development based on the Buddhist Ceremony of Pratomsuksa 5 students at Saohai
Kindergarten School, Saraburi Province, the students had an understanding about the
Buddhist Ceremony as follows: 1) the Triple gems worship, 2) handing things to the
Buddhist monks, 3) the Buddhist 5 :_nora! precepts, Dharma, and Paritre invitation
reciting, and 4) water of dedication pouring at the little extent; this practice needs more
development, based on the Buddhist ceremony.

2. from the group conversation, brainstorming, and interactive workshop, the
researcher found the way and indicator to develop the practices of the Buddhist
ceremonies for the Pratomsuksa 5 students at Saohai Kindergarten School, Saraburi
Province. The action plan was to give a training to the students. The indicator was

setting that 80% of the students must understand more about the Buddhist Ceremonies.

3. the results of the action plan revealed that:

3.1 overall, the arithmetic mean values of the development of the students’
understanding increased satisfactorily. For each aspect, the arithmetic. mean values
were found at a moderate and high level. They indicated the increase. in ﬁnderstanding
after the workshop. -

3.2 the students with problems at a moderate and high level have no
problems for practices after the workshop. For each aspect, the students’ mean values
decreased noticeably. This indicated a reduction in problems for practices based on the
Buddhist Ceremonies.

3.3. for the attitudes towards the practices, the students had more
impression and satisfaction of the practices after the workshop. .According to the
interview with the students and observation: the activities employed in the development

strategy plan made the students fully acquainted with Buddhism, and have much faith

towards it.
