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ABSTRACT 220511

The objectives of this research were to 1) study blood donor's perception on
blood donation in Sing Buri Province and 2) compare their aforementioned perception
when classified with gender, age, education, number of donation times, donation
frequency and reason to donate blood. The sample was 400 blood donors in Sing Buri
Province. The instrument employed in this research was a questionnaire designed by
the researcher with a reliability of 0.810. The data were analyzed in terms of descriptive
statistics, t-test, F-test, one-wéy ANOVA, and Scheffe's method.

The findings of this research were:

1. blood donor’s perception on blood donation was, overall, at a median
level. Considered individually, aspects of the perception were ranged in descending
order as following perception: blood donation obstacles, danger of blood donation on
health, convenience of blood donation, friends and family’s influence, perceived
information, benefits of blood donation and status of health.

2. from the comparison different perceptions affecting blood donor’s blood
donation in Sing Buri Province, it showed no difference in overall when classified with
gender, age, education, number of donation times, donation frequency and reasons to

donate blood at a significance level of .05.
