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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the quality of teachers’ teaching
behavior under the Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3; 2) students’ learning
behavior in Prathomsuksa 4 under the Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3;
and 3) the relationship between teachers’ teaching behavior and students’ learning
behavior in Prathomsuksa 4 under the Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3.
The sample comprised 225 teachers, selected by stratified random sampling. The
instruments in this research were: 1) a questionnaire on teachers’ teaching behavior in
Prathomsuksa 4, with a reliability of 0.76; 2) a questionnaire on students’ learning
behavior in Prathomsuksa 4, with a reliability of 0.78. The data were analyzed in terms
of mean, standard deviation and Pearson correlation coefficient.

The findings were as follows:

1. overall, the quality of teachers’ teaching behavior was at a high level. The
highest level was instructional media, then relationships between teacher and student,
respectively. At a high level, there were teaching techniques and skills, measurement
and evaluation, academic abilities and the personalities of the teacher.

2. overall, student's learning behavior in Prathomsuksa 4 under the Suphan
Buri Educational Service Area Office 3 was at a high level. Considered each individual
aspect, homework/paper was at the highest level, then lesson review. In a high level,
there were students’ behaviors in the classroom, course planning and test preparation.

3. the relationship between quality of teachers’ teaching behavior and
students’ learning behavior in Prathomsuksa 4 under the Suphah Buri Educational

Service Area Office 3 was at a significant level of .05, both overall and in each aspect.
