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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study factors affecting Thais’
decision on tourist places in Chai Nat Province, 2) study Thais’ tourist styles in Chai Nat
Province and 3) compare the aforementioned factors when they were classified with
gender, age, marital status, education, occupation, monthly income and address. The
sample totaled 400 tourists who came to Chai Nat in year 2009. The instrument was a
questionnaire designed by the researcher and approved by experts with a reliability of
0.737. The data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way
ANOVA, F-test and pair comparison with Fisher’s Least —Significance Difference: LSD.

The findings of this research were:

1. most tourists were single women aging between 21-59 years old who had
education lower than bachelor degree. They mostly were students whose monthly
income less than 10,000 and lived in the central region.

2. the purpose of traveling to Chai Nat was to take a rest during holiday
seasons. Most of them visited Chai Nat for the first time and did not stay over night.
They came with their family by a personal car in order to be safe from traveling.
Traveling expenses were less than 3,000 Baht They received information from radio
and television and had impression n the beauty and values of tourist places. The most
interesting places were natural parks.

3. when the Thai tourists were classified with age, marital status and
monthly income, the factors affecting their decisions were different at a significance

level of .01, .05 and .001, respectively.
