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The objectives of this research were to 1) study basic information in a
development of curriculum entitled ‘Two Brothers Legend’ of Thai Language Learning
Strand for Prathomsuksa 6 students, Song Phi Nong District, Suphan Buri Province, 2)
develop the aforementioned curriculum, 3) trial the curriculum and 4) evaluate and
improve the curriculum. The sample was 44 Prathomsuksa 6 students from Wad Tong
Pradit School during the second semester of the academic year 2009, Song Phi Nong
District, Suphan Buri Province The instruments were 1) the curriculum entitted “Two
Brothers Legend’, 2) a learning achievement test with a reliability of 0.98, 3) an
evaluation form of project-based process skills and 4) an attitude test towards the
curriculum. Data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard deviation,
dependent t-test and content analysis.

The results were as follows:

1. from studying the basic information, students and involved persons needed
the curriculum to be developed and expected that students would have knowledge and
desired characteristics according to the basic educational standards. The “Two Brothers
Legend’ could be used with the curriculum with suitable studying period and student
ages. '

2. from developing the curriculum, the researcher created it which consisted of
1) concept, 2) principle, 3) objective, 4) structure, 5) studying time, 6) learning material,
7) learning purpose, 8) learning managemént guideline, 9) learning media, 10)
measurement and evaluation, 11) 6 learning plans: silent reading; drawing the concept
mapping; describing the story; definition and project type; project procedure; and
presenting the project. It was found that the curriculum was appropriate.

3. from trailing the curriculum, the researcher found that all students had
learning behaviors at a good level.

4. from evaluating and improving the curficulum, the researcher found that
1) students’ learning achievement was higher after using the developed curriculum at a
significance level of .05; 2) students were highly skilled and capable in doing the
project; and 3) from interviewing, students had the most positive attitude towards the

curriculum.
