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ABSTRACT

Currently, the term “Fine Art” is on the verge of disappearing in Thailand
due to the influence of modern technology, which has come to replace the traditional
ways of Thai culture, especially the advanced technology of communications and the
internet. The knowledge of fine arts has suffered as a consequence of the advances in
the technologies of the internet and communications. It is a very noticeable difference,
when comparing to the past and the present, in terms of the knowledge of fine arts.
The objective of this research is to create/develop an ontology to in order retrieve the
knowledge of fine arts and to present semantic knowledge. The subjects of the study
were entire classes consisting of 51 subjects. There were also 11 relationships in the
form of part-of, has-a, and is-a, showing the benefits they have gained from this
research. Those who are interested in fine arts can access the knowledge of fine arts
with a high accuracy and it will be more comprehensive. According to the assessment
of the ontology, via web applications from specialists and general users, the
satisfaction result of those getting 4.41 was in the good level.
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
