The objectives of this research were to compare 1) Prathomsuksa 6 students’
reading comprehension skills before and after using central region Thai folk tales,
2) Prathomsuksa 6 students’ reading comprehension skills before and after using news,
3) Prathomsuksa 6 students’ reading comprehension skills between using central region
Thai folk tales and news and 4) Prathomsuksa 6 students’ satisfaction towards reading
comprehension using central region Thai folk tales and news. The sample obtained by
simple random sampling was comprised of 2 groups of Prathomsuk 6 students: 20 from
Ban Nong Suang School and 20 from Wad Sam Jun School during the second
semester of the academic year 2009. The instruments used in this research were 1) a
lesson plans using central region Thai folk tales, 2) lesson plans using news, 3) a test
on reading comprehension skills to a reliability of 0.868 and 4) a questionnaire on
satisfaction to a reliability of 0.851. The data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard
deviation, t-test and analysis of covariance by using a pre-test score as a covariate
variable.

The results were as follows:

1. the student’s reading comprehension skills were better after using central
region Thai folk tales at a signiﬁcance level of .05.

2. the student’s reading comprehension skills were better after using news at
a significance level of .05.

3. the students’ reading comprehension skills were different when using
central region Thai folk tales and news at a significance level of .05.

4. the student’s satisfaction towards reading comprehension using central
region Thai folk tales was different from those satisfaction using news at a significance

level of .05.
