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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study full-time students’ opinion on
factors in choosing to study at Thepsatri Rajabhat University during the academic year
2010 and 2) compare the students’ opinion on the aforementioned topic when they were
classified with gender, parent's status, student's current guardian, current
accommodation, student’ monthly expense, hometown, area of studying in high school,
grade point average in high school level, student's preferring to study further and
student's receiving information. The sample drawn using multi-stage random sampling
was 351 full-time freshmen during the academic year 2010 at Thepsatri Rajabhat
University. The Instrument used in this research was a questionnaire with a reliability of
0.974. Data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and
one-way ANOVA. LSD method was employed when differences were found.

The findings indicated that:

1. in overall, the students’ opinion on factors in choosing to study at Thepsatri
Rajabhat University during the academic year 2010 was at a high level. Considered
individually, all aspects were ranged with mean values in descending order as follows:
studying program, parents’ need, university’s fame, tuition fee, atmosphere and
environment, and learning and teaching management.

2. the students’ opinions on the aforementioned topic were different at a
significance level of .01 when they were classified with grade point average in high
school level. These students were who had grade point average 2.00-3.00 and higher
than 3.00. Classified with student’s preferring to study further in 1) Rajabhat universities
and private universities, 2) open universities and Rajabhat universities and 3) closed
universities and Rajabhat universities, they had differences in opinions at a significance
level of .001.

3. from ftrialing the curriculum, the researcher found that the students were
”interested in the curriculum, paid attention in activities, and were able to apply it to their
daily lives.

4. for the measurement and evaluation, the students had higher learning
achievement after using the curriculum at a significance level of .05. Their knowledge
‘and skills were good. Their vitues were good. Their products were good. Their attitude
towards the curriculum were rated at the highest level. One improvement was that the

period of practical part should be increased.
