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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study states and problems of
educational management at child care centers under Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations in Chai Nat, Sing Buri and Ang Thong provinces, and 2) compare the
child care centers’ states and problems when the sample was categorized in gender,
work position, age and education. The sample drawn using stratified random sampling
numbered 253 Chief Executives of the SAO, Chief Administrators of the SAO, Heads of
child care centers, teachers and cooks during the academic year 2009. The instrument
employed was a questionnaire to a reliability of 0.865. The data were analyzed in terms
of percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-way ANOVA,

The research results were as follows:

_ 1. overall, the condition of educational management at the child care centers
was at a good level. The first aspect of educational management that was processed
the most was ‘personnel and management’ aspect. The following aspects processed in
descending order were ‘building, environment and safety’ aspect, ‘academic’ aspect and
‘participation from the community’ aspect.

2. overall, the problems of educational management at the child care centers
were at a median level. Considered individually, ‘academic’ problem was found the
most. The following problems were ‘participation from the community’ aspect, ‘personnel
and management’ aspect. The problem of ‘building, environment and safety’ aspect was

found the least.
3. the comparison of the mentioned states showed no differences both

overall and individual aspects when the involved persons were categorized by gender,
work position, age and education.

4, the comparison of the mentioned problems showed ho differences in the

problems when the involved persons were categorized by work position, age and

yersonnel and management; of .05 both overall and in these individual aspects:
