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ABSTRACT 

The objectrue of this research was to evaluate the curriculum of high vocational 

degree in automotive major, B.E. 2548 at Rajamangala University of Technology 

Suvarnabhumi, Suphan Buri Center by using the ClPP Model. The number of 

population to collect data was 200 persons consisting of the dean of faculty, 2 associate 

deans, 7 teachers. 26 students, 84 graduated students and 80 graduated students' 

supervisors. The instrument employed was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed in 

terms of percentage. mean and standard deviation. 

The findings showed that: 

1. context evaluation: the dean, associate deans, teachers, students and 

graduated students had an opinion that the curriculum objectives were highly 

appropriate. The dean, associate deans, teachers and graduated students had an 

opinion that the curriculum structure and content were also highly appropriate. However, 

students thought they were moderately appropriate. 

2. basic factor evaluafion: the dean, associate deans, teachers and graduated 

students had an opinion that teachers' qualifications, school location and budget were 

highly appropriate. Students thought that they were moderately appropriate. An 

additional opinion shawed that the dean, associate deans, teachers, students and 

graduated students thought students' qualifications and learning and teaching media 

were highly appropriate. 
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3. process evaluation: teachers and graduated students thought that learning 

management and measurement and evaluation were highly appropriate. Students 

thought that they were moderately appropriate. Besides, the dean, associate deans and 

teachers thought the curriculum administration was highly appropriate. 

4, output evaluation: teachers, graduated students and graduated students' 

supervisors thought that general, professional and behawk4 qualiftcations of graduated 

students were highly appropriate. They suggested that the issues of being on time and 

being disciplined should be improved. 
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
