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ABSTRACT

This research aims to: 1) study the problems in the early childhood education
management of the schools under the municipality in the Local Education, Region 6;
2) compare the problems in the early childhood education management of the schools
under the municipality in the Local Education, Region 6 classified by sex, age,
educational level, monthly income, marital status, occupation, connection with the
schools, affiliated provinces, accommodation, and commute between homes and
schools; 3) study solutions for the early childhood education management of the
schools under the municipality in the Local Education, Region 6. The 394 samples in
this study, drawn by stratified random sampling, were school administrators, teachers,

. parents and the schools board members in schools under the municipality in the Local
Education, Region 6 in the academic year 2007. The research instrument used was a
questionnaire with a reliability of 0.972. The data were analyzed by computing
percentage, mean standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, one-way ANOVA and Scheffe’s
method.

The results were as follows:

1. the overalll problems of the early childhood education management of the
schools under the m'unicipality in the Local Education, Region 6 are rated at a low level.
Considering each aspect, one aspect is rated at a moderate level and the other five are
rated at a low level. Based on a descending order of mean, all those aspects are
learning integration, school activities conducting, curriculum, interrelationship between
schools and communities, environment as well as learning outcome assessment,

respectively.
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2. regarding to a comparison of the early childhood education management of
the schools classified by age between 25-40, more than 50 and 41-50 years old;
monthly income between 5,000-10,000, more than 15,000 and 10,001-15,000 baht,
marital status between single status and married status; affiliated province between
Sara Buri and Ayudha, Chainat, Lop Buri, and Sara Buri and Chainat; accommodation
between in municipality accommodation and out of municipality accommodation, it is
fdun_d that they yield statistically significant difference at a level of .05. However, there
is no statistically significant differences as classified by sex, educational level,
connection with schools and commute between homes and schools.

3. solutions for the early childhood education management of the schools
under the municipality in the Local Education, Region 6 were designing a course
syllabus with a focus on a student-centered method in the curriculum aspect;
developing a learning surrounding in schools to reinforce continual learning, and doing a
follow up and giving friendly suggestions in the environment aspect; doing a research
into activities associated with a student-centered method in the aspect of school
activities conducting; formulating schools’ policy and clearly suggested practices and
calling for a participation from various stakeholders in the aspect of learning integration;
doing a research into the relation between work operating and work’s outcomes in the
aspect of learning outcome assessment; and developing the personnel who are
responsible for creating relationship among schools and communities in the aspect of

schools and communities.
